Geometric shapes

Many artists, designers and craftspeople have explored geometric shapes in their work.
Examples can be seen in the work of Gunta Stélzl and Sonia Delaunay and in the paintings of
Piet Mondrian. You might also like to consider Islamic decoration and Roman mosaics. Consider
relevant examples and produce your own response. [96 marks]

Fruit and vegetables

Many artists and designers have been inspired by the textures, patterns, shapes and colours of
fruit and vegetables. Amber Locke creates designs from montages of fruit and vegetables.
Hannah Rampley produces illustrative screen-printed textiles. Lisa Milroy has painted collections
of fruit and vegetables. Refer to relevant examples and produce a personal response, making
reference to appropriate work by others. [96 marks]

Architecture

The structural forms, patterns and decorative features found in architecture can provide a rich
source of imagery for textile and fashion designers. Annabel Perrin produces screen-printed
designs inspired by architectural detail. Matija Cop designs garments made from interlocking
pieces of foam inspired by the shapes found in gothic buildings. Gareth Pugh produces garments
based on architectural forms. Refer to relevant examples and produce a personal response,
making reference to appropriate work by others. [96 marks]

Leaves

Artists, designers and craftspeople have been inspired by the variety of shapes, textures and
colours that can be found in leaves. Lesley Richmond constructs textiles that explore the delicate
cellular shapes and patterns of leaves. Alexander McQueen has designed a number of garments
inspired by leaves. Lucienne Day produced leaf designs for furnishing fabrics. Explore this
theme and produce a personal response, making reference to appropriate work by others.

Mexican textiles

The variety of designs and styles of Mexican textiles reflects the country’s rich cultural heritage.
Mesoamerican, Spanish and oriental influences have resulted in the use of a variety of materials
and techniques. Weaving, intricate embroidery and bright colours are often key features. Make
reference to relevant examples and produce your own work. [96 marks]
